prof. PhDr. Josef Micka

(1903 - 1993) patii k vyjime¢nym osobnostem ¢eské houslové pedagogiky. Po maturité na redlném
gymndziu pokracoval ve studiich na Prazské konzervatoii v houslové téidé prof. Bastate. Byl vy-
nikajicim solistou, ale od zacétku se velkou mérou vénoval i komorni hie. Ve dvacatych letech 20.
stoleti zalozil se svymi spoluzaky velmi ispésné kvarteto. Po absolutoriu Prazské konzervatore zis-
kal Josef Micka stipendium Ceskoslovenské vlady a diky tomu mohl jesté rok studovat na Ecole de
musique v Pafizi u prof. Jacquese Thibauda. Tento pobyt byl velmi podnétny i pro pedagogickou
¢innost, kterd se postupem ¢asu stala hlavni zivotni naplni Josefa Micky. Pfi své naro¢né pedago-
gické a koncertni ¢innosti vystudoval jesté pred druhou svétovou valkou hudebni védu a psycho-
logii na Karlové univerzité. Profesorem Prazské konzervatoie byl od roku 1939 a soucasné byl az
do roku 1945 ¢lenem Ceské filharmonie. Od roku 1946 pedagogicky ptisobil na prazské HAMU, ale
o dva roky pozdéji z ni musel kviili svému odmitavému postoji k tehdejsimu politickému vedeni
odejit. O ndvrat na HAMU se pokusil v roce 1969, ale i ptes vynikajici posudky nékterych taméjsich
profesorti mu piisobeni na této $kole nebylo umoznéno.

Josef Micka vychoval fadu sélistdt i komornich hra¢t (napf. Vaclav Neumann - pozdéjsi séfdiri-
gent CF, Jaroslav Motlik, Petr Messiereur, Petr Skvor, Vaclav Hudecek, Jifi Panocha, Pavel Zejfart,
Magdalena Mickovd, Eva Bublova, Jan Opsitos a fada dalsich). K jeho nejvétsim tspéchtim patii
tfi soubory, které vychoval a které si ziskaly slavu u nds i ve svété - Smetanovo, Talichovo a Pano-
chovo kvarteto.

Josef Micka je také autorem mnoha publikaci a ¢lankd o houslové problematice, z nichz k nejzna-
m&sim a nejvyznamngjsim patif metodické dilo , Hra na housle” a ,Skola hry na housle pro zaca-
te¢niky”, na niZ pracoval se svou dcerou Magdalenou Mickovou.

Josef Micka

(1903 - 1993) ranks among the outstanding personalities of Czech violin teaching. After graduating
from secondary school, he continued his music studies at the Prague Conservatoire in the class of
professor Jindfich Bastaf. He was an excellent soloist but from the very beginning he substantially
dedicated himself to chamber music as well. In the 1920s he founded a very successful quartet toge-
ther with his fellow students. After graduation from the Prague Conservatoire, Josef Micka gained
a scholarship from the Czech government which allowed him to continue studying for one year
at the Ecole de musique in Paris, in the class of professor Jacques Thibaud. This stay was equally
inspiring for Micka’s pedagogic activities, which gradually became his main focus. In spite of his
teaching and extensive concert-giving, before the Second World War he also managed to complete
a course of musicology and psychology at Charles University.

In 1939, Micka became a professor at the Prague Conservatoire and, until 1945, he was also a mem-
ber of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra. In 1946, he started teaching at the Academy of Music in
Prague; however, two years later he was expelled for his critical attitude to the political adminis-
tration of the period. In 1969, he attempted to resume his teaching career, but despite favourable
testimonials from some of the Academy’s professors, he was not permitted to return.

Josef Micka brought up a number of soloists and chamber musicians (Vaclav Neumann, the future
chief conductor of the Czech Philharmonic, Jaroslav Motlik, Petr Messiereur, Petr Skvor, Vaclav
Hudecek, Jiti Panocha, Pavel Zejfart, Magdalena Mickovd, Eva Bublové, Jan Opsitos, to name but
a few). Among his greatest achievements are three ensembles which became famous both at home
and abroad - the Smetana, Talich and Panocha Quartets.

Josef Micka is also the author of many books and articles on the methodology of violin playing; the
most famous and significant are Playing the Violin and The School of Violin Playing for Beginners,
which he published with his daughter Magdalena Mickova.

Od svého londynského debutu vystupoval po celém svété na nejprestiznéjsich podiich (Carnegie
Hall, Royal Festival Hall, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall, Sydney Opera), s nejlepsimi svétovymi
orchestry (Berliner Philharmoniker, Cleveland Symphony Orchestra, NHK Philharmonic Orches-
tra, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Moskevska statni filharmonie a dalsi). Vaclav Hudecek se ovSem stara
i o mladou generaci houslistti, a to jak kazdoro¢nim potadanim letnich houslovych kurzt v Luha-
¢ovicich na Akademii V. Hudecka, tak i pfedstavovanim téch nejlepsich mladych houslistd jako
hostt na svych koncertech v rdmci tradi¢nich vanoc¢nich turné, nebo na festivalu ,Svatky hudby”
v Praze. V roce 2007 obdrzel z rukou prezidenta Vaclava Klause vysoké vyznamenéni ,Za zasluhy
o stat” v oblasti kultury. V roce 2012 ziskal pii p¥ilezitosti Zivotniho jubilea stfibrnou medaili hlav-
niho mésta Prahy z rukou primétora Doc. MUDr. Bohuslava Svobody. O dva roky pozdéji se stal
¢estnym ob¢anem Prahy 2. V roce 2015 obdrzel od prezidenta Italské republiky prestizni vyzname-
nani Rad rytife italské hvézdy ,Cavaliere dell'Ordine della Stella d‘Italia”

Viclav Hudecek is one of the outstanding Czech violinists of our time. In 1959 and between 1964-1968 he
studied, first privately then as a student at the Prague Conservatoire, with Josef Micka. In the autumn of
1967, at the age of 15, he started his international career by appearing as soloist with the Royal Philharmonic
Orchestra in London. He is the only Czech pupil of the legendary David Oistrakh. He graduated from the
Prague Academy of Musical Arts in the class of Viclav Snitil. Since his London debut, he has given concerts
in all the great international concert halls (Carnegie Hall, Royal Festival Hall, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival
Hall, Sydney Opera) and appeared as soloist with many of the world’s great orchestras (Berliner Philharmo-
niker, Cleveland Symphony Orchestra, NHK Philharmonic Orchestra, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Moscow State
Philharmony). Viclav Hudecek commits a substantial part of his time to bringing up a new generation of
violinists, either at the summer Viclav Hudecek Academy, an annual master course held in the spa town of
Luhacovice, or by introducing the best young players as guests of his Christmas concert tours and during the
Prague Festival of Music. In 2007 he was awarded the state Order of Merit by president Viclav Klaus, in
recognition of his outstanding achievement in the arts. In 2012, on the occasion of his birthday, he received
the Silver Medal of the City of Prague from its mayor, Dr. Bohuslav Svoboda. Two years later he became an
honorary citizen of the city. In 2015 Viclav Hudecek was awarded by the president of the Italian republic the
Order of the Knight of the Star of Italy - ,, Cavaliere dell’ Ordine della Stella d’Italia”.



Milan Vitek putsobil od roku 1974 jako profesor na Kralovské hudebni akademii v Kodani a od roku
1992 jako hostujici profesor na Hudebni Akademii v Géteborgu. Pied odchodem do Danska byl
zakladajicim ¢lenem, koncertnim mistrem a sélistou komorniho souboru Prazsti komorni sélisté.
S timto souborem, jehoz dirigentem byl V. Neumann, uskute¢nil mnoho koncertii doma i v zahra-
ni¢i. Neméné bohatou koncertni ¢innost vyvinul jako primarius Ceského noneta a houslista v kla-
virnim triu Pro Camera. Po odchodu do zahranici piisobil nejdfive jako alternujici koncertni mistr
v Dénské Kralovské opefe a dva roky jako profesor na Mc.Master University v kanadském Hamil-
tonu. Milan Vitek ptisobi jako pedagog na mnoha mezinarodnich houslovych kurzech: Aldeburgh
(Anglie), Keshet Eilon (Izrael), Yokosuka Festival (Japonsko) a Yuriko Kuronuma Academy (Mexi-
ko, Mexico City ), Weikersheim (Némecko), Savonlinna (Finsko) a mnoha dalgich. Je zvén jako po-
rotce na mnoho soutézi napi. v Dansku, Némecku, ]aponsku, Estonii a Italii. Jeho zaci jsou vitézi
a laureédti mnoha prestiznich mezinarodnich soutézi jako C. Nielsen, J. Kocian, Heino Eller a The
Queen Elisabeth v Belgii, Washington International String Competition, Yehudi Menuhin Interna-
tional Violin Competition, Jean Sibelius aj. Od srpna 2001 je stdlym profesorem houslové hry na
Oberlin Conservatory of Music v Ohiu v USA.

Milan Vitek has been professor of violin at Oberlin Conservatory since 2001, and is Emeritus Professor at
the Carl Nielsen Academy of Music in Denmark. He was a professor at the Royal Danish Music Academy in
Copenhagen from 1974 to 2001, and a guest professor at the Music Academy in Gothenburg, Sweden, from
1992 to 2001. Before moving to Denmark in 1968, Prof. Vitek was a founding member, concertmaster and so-
loist with the Prague Chamber Soloists conducted by Vaclav Neumann, member of the Czech Nonet, cham-
ber ensemble of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra and the piano trio Pro Camera. In Denmark, he was alter-
nate concert master with the Danish Royal Orchestra and a founder of the Danish Chamber Orchestra. Fol-
lowing two years as a professor and a member of the Czech String Quartet at McMaster University in Ha-
milton, Canada, Milan Vitek returned to Denmark in 1974 to become Professor at the Royal Danish Music
Academy. During this time, he co-founded the Trio Pro Arte, which made acclaimed recordings of the comple-
te Brahms trios and trios by Smetana and Mendelssohn for the BIS label. He also founded the Royal Danish
Conservatory Chamber Orchestra giving concerts with performers like Yehudi Menuhin, |. P. Rampal, and
Michel Debost. Prof. Vitek is much in demand as a teacher at master classes such as Aldeburgh (England),
Keshet Eilon (Israel), Yokosuka Festival (Japan) a Yuriko Kuronuma Academy (Mexico City), Weikersheim
(Germany) and Savonlinna (Finland), Shanghai, Beijing and Chengdu Conservatories. He has adjudicated
international violin competitions in Denmark - where he is President of the Carl Nielsen International Violin
Competition - Germany, Japan, Estonia and Italy. His students are winners and laureates of among others,
the Carl Nielsen, |. Kocian, Heino Eller, Queen Elisabeth of Belgium, Washington International, Yehudi Me-
nuhin International, the Jean Sibelius Violin Competitions and the Fischoff National Chamber Music Com-
petition. Professor Vitek was also in much demand as a conductor of orchestras in all of Scandinavia, Czech
Republic and Switzerland. Milan Vitek is Artistic director of his three-week summer master class program
for strings in Litomysl, Czech Republic, which he founded in 1996.

Jan Mrécek se stal nejmladsim lauredtem Mezinarodni soutéze Prazského Jara 2010 a v roce 2014
ziskal prvni cenu na Stefanie Hohl Wettbewebr a Mezinarodni houslové soutézi Fritze Kreislera ve
Vidni. Pfedseda komise komentoval vitézstvi slovy: ,Jan je diistojnym vitézem. Fascinoval nds od
prvniho kola. Nejen svymi technickymi schopnostmi, ale také svym charismatem na podiu”.

Od roku 2011 je nejmladsim sélistou Symfonického orchestru Ceského rozhlasu. Jako sélista vy-
stoupil Jan Mracek s Kuopio Symphony Orchestra, Romanian Radio Symphony, oboji pod taktov-
kou Saschi Goetzela, Lappeenranta City Orchestra (Finsko), s Ceskym narodnim symfonickym or-
chestrem, Symfonickym orchestrem hlavniho mésta Prahy FOK, Janac¢kovou filharmonii Ostrava
a téméf viemi ceskymi regionalnimi orchestry.



Byl poctén pozvanim maestra Jiitho Bélohlavka na post koncertniho mistra Ceské filharmonie, kde
ptisobi i v soucasnosti. Byl také koncertnim mistrem European Youth Orchestra na letnim turné
v roce 2015 pod vedenim dirigenti Gianandrea Nosedy a Xian Zhang.

Od ledna 2008 je ¢lenem Lobkowicz Tria. S timto klavirnim triem v roce 2014 ziskal 3. cenu
na Mezindrodni soutézi komorni hudby Antonina Dvofédka a v zaii téhoz roku 1. cenu a cenu pub-
lika na Mezinarodni hudebni soutéZzi Johannesa Brahmse v rakouském Portschachu.

V roce 2016 vydal CD s kompletnim dilem A. Dvotdka pro vydavatelstvi ONYX CLASSICS
s CNSO pod taktovkou Jamese Judda a s klaviristou Lukagem Klanskym, které sklidilo excelent-
ni kritiky.

Sélové nadale koncertuje po celém svété, zahral si napiiklad s Royal Philharmonic Orchestra,
St. Louis Symphony, The Symphonia Boca Raton Florida, Senderjyllands Symfoniorkester, Slo-
venskou i Slovinskou filharmonii, Tchaikovsky Symphony Orchestra mimo jiné v cury$ské Ton-
halle, Asian Youth Orchestra v Tokiu, v Dubaji s Wiener Concert-Verein, Daejeon Philharmonic
Orchestra, Kalisz Philharmonic Symphony Orchestra, Fiharmonia Czestochowska, Statni Filhar-
monie Kogice a jako sélista se jiz piedstavil i s Ceskou filharmonii. Mél tu ¢est spolupracovat s di-
rigenty, jako jsou Maxim Vengerov, Semyon Bychkov, David Robertson, Jakub Hrtsa, Tomas Ne-
topil, Michael Gamba, Jordan de Souza, Keith Lockhart, Stephane Deneve, Howard Griffiths, Hei-
ko Mathias Forster, Risto Joost, Han-Na Chang, James Judd, Manuel Lépez-Gémez, Petr Altrichter,
Tomas Brauner, Ondrej Lenard, Jan Talich, Petr Vronsky, Jac van Steen, nebo Vladimir Fedoseyev.
Jan Mracek hraje na housle italského houslafe Enrico Rocca 1905, které mu velkoryse zaptjcil
Peter Biddulph.

Czech violinist Jan Mrdcek was born in 1991 in Pilsen and began studying violin at the age of 5, most re-
cently under the guidance of the former Vienna Symphony concert master Jan Pospichal.

As a teenager he enjoyed his first successes, winning numerous competitions, participating in the master clas-
ses of Maestro Viclav Hudecek - the beginning of a long and fruitful association. He was the youngest Laure-
ate of the Prague Spring International Festival competition in 2010, and in 2011 was the youngest soloist in
the history of the Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra. In 2014 he took first prize at Vienna's Fritz Kreisler In-
ternational Violin Competition at the Vienna Konzerthaus.He has performed as soloist with the Kuopio Sym-
phony Orchestra and Romanian Radio Symphony, both under Sascha Goetzel, Lappeenranta City Orchestra
(Finland), Czech National Symphony Orchestra, Prague Symphony Orchestra (FOK), Jandcek Philharmonic
Orchestra and almost all Czech regional orchestras.

Jan Mrdicek had the honour of being invited by Maestro Jiti Bélohlavek to guest lead the Czech Philharmonic
Orchestra in their three concert residency at Vienna's Musikverein, and the European Youth Orchestra un-
der Gianandrea Noseda and Xian Zhang on their 2015 summer tour. He is a member of the Lobkowicz Pia-
no Trio, which took first prize and the audience prize at the International Johannes Brahms Competition in
Portschach (Austria) in 2014. His acclaimed recording of the Dvorik violin concerto and other works by the
Czech composer under James Judd with the Czech National Symphony was released on the Onyx label, and
most recently he recorded works of Milan Mihajlovic with Howard Griffiths and the Brandenburg State Sym-
phony for the CPO label. He made his British debut with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra and Martyn
Brabbins in London and other cities, his American debuts with the St Louis Symphony under Han-Na Chang
and the Florida Symphony with James Judd,

debuts in Dubai with the Vienna Concert Verein and in China with the Slovenian Philharmonic, the Czech
Philharmonic under Manuel Lopez-Gémez, his Swiss debut with the Tchaikovsky concerto as an Orpheum
Foundation soloist in Zurich’s Tonhalle with the Tchaikovsky concerto and Tchaikovsky Symphony Orches-
tra under Vladimir Fedoseyev, his Korean debut with the Beethoven Violin Concerto and the Daejeon Phil-
harmonic and performed the concerti of Shostakovich and Bruch with the Asian Youth Orchestra in Tokyo.
He had been invited by the late Maestro Jiri Bélohldvek, who passed away in June 2017, who would have con-
ducted and who had given him great encouragement in the course of his career, for three performances of the
Duorik concerto in Prague with the Czech Philharmonic. These concerts subsequently took place successful-
ly as a memorial to the Maestro.

Last season he made his French debut with performances of the Mendelssohn violin concerto with the Or-
chestre National de Lorraine under Jordan de Souza, and gave performances of the Dvorik concerto in Ljubl-



jana with the Slovenian Philharmonic under James Judd. Highlights of the current season include his debut
at Vienna’s Musikverein and the Athens Megaron with the Brahms violin concerto, the KKL Lucerne with
Mozart’s violin concerto No 4, chamber music at the Richard Strauss Festival in Garmisch-Partenkirchen,
and the Prokofiev violin concerto No 1 with Petr Altrichter and the Czech Philharmonic, which he recorded
a week later recorded with the Prague Radio Symphony Orchestra. Future concerts include invitations to
Moscow and Istanbul, and the Dvorak Festival in Prague where he will play the Korngold violin concerto un-
der Jakub Hrusa and the Bamberg Symphony. Two concerts with the Senderjylland Symphony mark his Da-
nish debut. This is his fourth season as concertmaster of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, and he has just
won the Prague Classics Award for the best concerto performance with this orchestra for his Prokofiev Vio-
lin Concerto No 1 under Petr Altrichter.

Jan Mracek plays on an Enrico Rocca violin dated 1905, formerly owned by Oscar Shumsky, and generous-
Ly loaned to him by Mr Peter Biddulph.

Houslista Pavel Hiula prokazoval sviij vyjimeény talent uz od détstvi, kdyZz se stal dvojnédsob-
nym vitézem Kocianovy houslové soutéze v Usti nad Orlici (1963 a 1964) a laureatem rozhlasové
soutéze Concertino Praga v kategorii klavirni trio (1969). Absolvoval Hudebni fakultu Akademie
miuzickych uméni (HAMU) v Praze ve tfidé Marie Hloutiové, postgraduélniho studia komorni hry
u Antonina Kohouta a mistrovskych kurzt Vladimira Malinina ve Weimaru.

Vénuje se s6lové i komorni hie. V letech 1972-2000 byl pfednim ¢lenem souboru Prazsti komor-
ni s6listé, od roku 1975 do 2010 byl primariem Kocianova kvarteta, se kterym absolvoval pies 3200
koncerti ve 32 zemich svéta. Od roku 2001 je rovnéz umeéleckym vedoucim jim zalozeného komor-
niho orchestru Praga Camerata.(www.pragacamerata.com). Na jafe roku 2010 nahradil na postu
primdria Prazédkova kvarteta jeho zakladajiciho ¢lena Vaclava Remese, a s timto souborem vystu-
poval az do roku 2015 na 340 koncertech v prestiznich salech svéta. Plisobi téZ v Trojanové triu,
ve slozeni housle, kytara a akordeon. Pavel Htla hraje mimo jiné na nastroj od Mathiase Albaniho
z roku 1696, na ktery hral v mladi Jaroslav Kocian a uziva francouzsky smycec od Nicole Descloux
z roku 2011. Vénuje se téz dirigovani a od roku 2006 vyucuje na katedfe strunnych ndstroji na praz-
ské AMU. V roce 2019 obdrzel Cenu mésta Usti nad Orlici za dlouhodoby piinos pii Kocianové
soutézi a propagaci jména Jaroslava Kociana doma i ve svété.

Pavel Hiila, czech violinist, won two editions of the Kocian violin competition and became laureate of Czech
Radio’s Concertino Praga International competition in the piano trio category. He did his studies in the class
of professor Hlounova at the Prague Academy of Music. Pavel Hula is a versatile violinist, successfully com-
bining the twin careers of soloist and chamber player. He has worked with the czech leading orchestras, in-
cluding the Czech Philharmonic under Vaclav Neumann. He has made solo appearances in a number of Eu-
ropean countries and Japan and has made several radio recordings. His recording of Duo by Z. Koddly and
E.Schulhoff (together with cellist M. Kanka) was awarded Diapason d Or prize. Since 1975 to 2011 Pavel
Hula has been the leader of the Kocian Quartet, with which he has appeared in over 3200 concerts in 32 coun-
tries and recorded five dozen CDs for Denon, Supraphon and Orfeo. In 1996 Kocian Quartet started a coope-
ration exclusive with the CD label Praga Digitals, distrib. Harmonia Mundi with many interesting projects.
In 1997 the Kocian Quartet was awarded the Grand Prix Charles Cross in Paris for the complete recording
of Paul Hindemith’s String Quartets. Since 2010 to 2015 he has been first violinist of the Prazik Quartet.
Since 2001 Pavel Hula is an artistic director of Praga Camerata chamber orchestra (www.pragacamerata.
com) and is now beginning to devote himself also to conducting and since 2006 he is also Professor at the Aca-
demy of Music in Prague. He is also jury member of different violin competitions.



Pavel Kudelasek absolvoval Prazskou konzervatoi v houslové tiidé prof. J. Foltyna a HAMU v
Praze ve tfidé prof. A. Moravce. Studium si doplnil u prof. Kato Havas. Stal u zrodu houslového
oddéleni Konzervatofe v Ceskych Budgovicich. Od roku 1993 je profesorem houslové hry na Praz-
ské konzervatoti a od roku 2018 rovnéz na HAMU v Praze.

Je autorem odbornych praci (napt.,Interpretace Bachovych Sonat a partit pro sélové housle”).
Je zvan do porot domacich i mezinarodnich soutézi a k vedeni mistrovskych kurzi.

Vénoval se solové a komorni hie, byl ¢lenem fady vyznamnych souborti (Cesky komorni orchestr,
Dvortakovo kvarteto, Pro Arte Antiqua, Apollon Quartet), spolupracoval s Ceskym nonetem. Roku
2006 mu byla za propagaci ¢eské hudby udélena Masarykovou akademii uméni cena Rudolfa II.

Pavel Kudeldsek graduated from the Prague Conservatoire in the class of Jaroslav Foltyn and from the Pra-
gue Academy in the class of Antonin Moravec. He completed his studies with Kato Havas. He was instru-
mental in setting up the violin department of the Ceské Budéjovice Conservatoire. Since 1993 he has been
professor of violin at the Prague Conservatoire and since 2018 at the Academy of performing arts in Prague.
He has written a number of musicological works (eg. “On the Performance of Bach’s Sonatas and Partitas”).
He is a frequent member of the jury in both domestic and international competitions and reqularly gives vi-
olin masterclasses.

Apart from his solo career, Pavel Kudeldsek was sought-after chamber player, having held posts in a number
of outstanding ensembles (Czech Chamber Orchestra, Dvorak Quartet, Pro Arte Antiqua, Apollon Quartet)
and having collaborated with the Czech Nonet. In 2006 he was given the Rudolf 11 Award by the Masaryk
Academy of Arts for promoting Czech music.

Jifi Panocha byl jiz od poc¢atku své hudebni kariéry vynikajicim houslistou. V roce 1972 vyhrél na
Karajanoveé soutézi v Berliné konkurs na misto koncertniho mistra Mezindrodniho studentského
orchestru, ve kterém si zahral pod Karajanovou taktovkou.

Pii studiu na Prazské konzervatoii zalozil v roce 1968 pod vedenim prof. Josefa Micky Panochovo
kvarteto, s kterym pokracoval v ¢innosti i za studii na HAMU v Praze.

Pod vedenim Jitiho Panochy kvarteto procestovalo téméf cely svét a nahralo bezpocet hudebnich
nosicli u ¢eskych i zahrani¢nich hudebnich vydavatelstvi. Své dlouholeté zkusenosti zirocuje Jiti
Panocha pii pedagogické ¢innosti na Akademii muzickych umeéni, kde vyucuje hite na housle.
Skutecnost, ze kvarteto hraje pod jeho vedenim v nezménéné sestavé od roku 1971, svédéi o jeho
dalsim nesporném talentu - pozitivné ovliviiovat a stmelovat kolektiv.

Ji#i Panocha’s violin career began at an early age. In 1972 he was a prize-winner at the Karajan Competition
in Berlin and was appointed leader of the International Student Orchestra under Karajan’s baton. He has
given concerts in most countries of Europe, as well as in the USA, Canada, Mexico, Japan and elsewhere.

In 1968, as a student at the Prague Conservatoire, he founded the Panocha Quartet under the
guidance of Josef Micka. This young ensemble then moved on to the Prague Academy of Musical Arts.
Under Panocha’s leadership, the quartet has since travelled the world and made innumerable recordings for
both Czech and international record companies. As professor of violin at the Prague Academy, Jifi Panocha is
committed to bringing up a new generation of young violinists. The uninterrupted existence of the Panocha
Quartet, who have played in an unchanged line-up since 1971, is testament to his skills in bringing together
and leading a group of musicians.
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Milan Puklicky se narodil v Praze. Jeho prvnim u¢itelem housli byl Ferdinand Gotwald, Sev¢iktv
zak. Absolvoval Prazskou konzervatof a HAMU ve ttidé Josefa Vlacha. Do roku 1985 vystupoval
jako ¢len komornich soubort a sdlista v mnoha stétech Evropy a Ameriky. Soukromym studiem
kompozice a dirigovani si rozsifil teoretické i praktické hudebni vzdélani.

Od roku 1985 byl také hudebnim reZisérem v Ceskoslovenském, nyni Ceském rozhlase. Od roku
1995 se vénuje vyhradné tomuto oboru.

Jako hudebni rezisér spolupracuje s domécimi i zahrani¢nimi gramofonovymi spole¢nostmi, hu-
debnimi télesy, komornimi soubory a sélisty.

Spolupodilel se na mnoha nahravkach, z nichz nékteré ziskaly vyznamna mezinarodni ocenéni
(z posledni doby napt. souborné orchestralni dilo Leose Janacka a 3 fragmenty z opery Julietta
Bohuslava Martinii s dirigentem Sirem Charlesem Mackerrasem, nebo nahravka roku BBC Sme-
tanova tria, atd.).

Milan Puklicky was born in Prague. His first violin teacher was Ferdinand Gotwald, a pupil of Otakar
Sevcik. He studied at the Prague Conservatoire, then graduated from the Academy of Music in the class of
Josef Viach. Before 1985 he performed as a soloist and member of various chamber ensembles both in Europe
and America. He broadened his musical education through private studies of composition and conducting.
Since 1985 he has worked as a music director for the then Czechoslovak, now Czech Radio; since 1995 he
has followed that career exclusively. In that capacity he has worked for a number of Czech and foreign record
companies as well as many ensembles and soloists.

He has collaborated on many recordings, some of which were awarded important international prizes - in
recent years the complete orchestral works of Leos Jandcek and the 3 Fragments from Martinii’s opera Julietta,
both with Sir Charles Mackerras, and a recording of the Smetana piano trio, a BBC Recording of the Year.

Pavel Zejfart se vénoval nejprve zpévu, hie na klavir a herectvi. V détstvi se predstavil jako herec
a zpévak (opera H. Krasy Brundibar, inscenace Dickensova romanu Oliver Twist a film Véclava
Krsky Jarni vody podle Turgenévovy novely).

Na podzim roku 1968 se ujal role sekundisty
Panochova kvarteta. Pavel Zejfart studoval komorni hru u prof. Raphaela Hillyera ve Vymaru a sva
studia ukon¢il na AMU v Praze u prof. Nory Grumlikové.

Jako ¢len dnes svétoveé uznavaného kvarteta se stal nositelem mnoha ocenéni: titulu laureata souté-
Ze Prazského jara 1975, Zlaté medaile v Bordeaux (1976), Stern der Woche in Miinchen (1982), Zlaté
desky Supraphonu (1982), Grand Prix Academie Charlese Crose v Patizi (1983) a prestizni ceny
MIDEM Classical Award v Cannes (1995). Pedagogicky ptisobil a ptisobi v Lake District Summer
School of Music (Anglie), Yale University in Norfolk (USA) a Kusatsu Academy (Japonsko).

Pavel Zejfart was initially torn between singing, acting and playing the piano. As a child he appeared as
singer and actor in Hans Krdsa’s opera Brundibir, in a television production of Dickens” Oliver Twist and in
Viclav Krska's film adaptation of Turgenev’s Torrents of Spring. He began playing the violin only at the age
of eleven, and following private tuition with Josef Micka, later became his pupil at the Prague Conservatoire.
In 1968 he joined, as 2nd violinist, the newly-founded Panocha Quartet. Pavel Zejfart studied chamber music
with Raphael Hillyer in Weimar and concluded his studies at the Prague Academy in the class of Nora Grum-
likovd. As member of the now world-renowned quartet he has won numerous awards — the Prague Spring
Competition (1975), the Medaille d’Or (Bordeaux 1976), the Sterne der Woche (Munich 1982), a Golden
Disc (Supraphon 1982), the Grand Prix d’Academie Charles Cros (Paris 1983) and the prestigious MIDEM
Classical Award (Cannes 1995). At various times he has taught at the Lake District Summer School of Music
in England, at Yale University in Norfolk, Virginia and at the Kusatsu Academy in Japan.
