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prof. PhDr. Josef Micka

(1903-1993) patfi k vyjimec¢nym osobnostem ceské houslové pedagogiky. Po maturité na re-
alném gymnaziu pokracoval ve studiich na Prazské konzervatofi v houslové tfidé prof. Bastare.
Byl vynikajicim sdlistou, ale od zac¢atku se velkou mérou vénoval i komorni hre. Ve dvacatych
letech 20. stoleti zalozil se svymi spoluzaky velmi Uspésné kvarteto. Po absolutoriu Prazské
konzervatote ziskal Josef Micka stipendium Ceskoslovenské vlady a diky tomu mohl jeté rok
studovat na Ecole de musique v PafiZi u prof. Jacquese Thibauda. Tento pobyt byl velmi pod-
nétny i pro pedagogickou cinnost, ktera se postupem casu stala hlavni Zivotni naplIni Josefa
Micky. PFi své naro¢né pedagogické a koncertni ¢innosti vystudoval jesté pred druhou svéto-
vou valkou hudebni védu a psychologii na Karlové univerzité. Profesorem Prazské konzervato-
fe byl od roku 1939 a sou¢asné byl az do roku 1945 ¢lenem Ceské filharmonie. Od roku 1946
pedagogicky plsobil na prazské HAMU, ale o dva roky pozdéji z ni musel kvili svému odmi-
tavému postoji k tehdejSimu politickému vedeni odejit. O navrat na HAMU se pokusil v roce
1969, ale i pres vynikajici posudky nékterych taméjsich profesorli mu pisobeni na této skole
nebylo umoznéno.

Josef Micka vychoval fadu solistl i komornich hract (napf. Vaclav Neumann - pozdéjsi $éfdi-
rigent CF, Jaroslav Motlik, Petr Messiereur, Petr Skvor, Vaclav Hudecek, Jifi Panocha, Pavel Zej-
fart, Magdalena Mickova, Eva Bublovd, Jan Opsitos a fada dalsich). K jeho nejvétsim tspéchlim
patfi tfi soubory, které vychoval a které si ziskaly sldvu u nds i ve svété — Smetanovo, Talichovo
a Panochovo kvarteto.

Josef Micka je také autorem mnoha publikaci a ¢lankd o houslové problematice, z nichz k nej-
zndm&;j3im a nejvyznamnéjsim patii metodické dilo,Hra na housle” a,Skola hry na housle pro
zacatecniky”, na niz pracoval se svou dcerou Magdalenou Mickovou.

Josef Micka

(1903-1993) ranks among the outstanding personalities of Czech violin teaching. After
graduating from secondary school, he continued his music studies at the Prague Conservatoire
in the class of professor Jindrich Bastar. He was an excellent soloist but from the very beginning
he substantially dedicated himself to chamber music as well. In the 1920s he founded
a very successful quartet together with his fellow students. After graduation from the Prague
Conservatoire, Josef Micka gained a scholarship from the Czech government which allowed
him to continue studying for one year at the Ecole de musique in Paris, in the class of professor
Jacques Thibaud. This stay was equally inspiring for Micka’s pedagogic activities, which
gradually became his main focus. In spite of his teaching and extensive concert-giving, before
the Second World War he also managed to complete a course of musicology and psychology
at Charles University.In 1939, Micka became a professor at the Prague Conservatoire and, until
1945, he was also a member of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra. In 1946, he started teaching
at the Academy of Music in Prague; however, two years later he was expelled for his critical
attitude to the political administration of the period. In 1969, he attempted to resume his
teaching career, but despite favourable testimonials from some of the Academy’s professors,
he was not permitted to return.

Josef Micka brought up a number of soloists and chamber musicians (Vaclav Neumann, the
future chief conductor of the Czech Philharmonic, Jaroslav Motlik, Petr Messiereur, Petr Skvor,
Vaclav Hudecek, Jiti Panocha, Pavel Zejfart, Magdalena Mickova, Eva Bublovd, Jan Opsitos,
to name but a few). Among his greatest achievements are three ensembles which became
famous both at home and abroad - the Smetana, Talich and Panocha Quartets.

Josef Micka is also the author of many books and articles on the methodology of violin playing;
the most famous and significant are Playing the Violin and The School of Violin Playing for
Beginners, which he published with his daughter Magdalena Mickova.

Vaclav Hudecek zahdjil svoji piikladné strmou cestu mezi ¢eskou a mezinarodni interpretacni
elitu v Sedesatych letech. Jiz ve véku patnacti let dne 12. listopadu 1967 vystoupil na koncertu
v Londyné s Royal Philharmonic Orchestra. O den pozdéji ho sly3el legendarni David Oistrach,
predpovédél mu velkou budoucnost a nabidl mu pedagogickou pomoc. Od roku 1970 az do
Oistrachovy smrti v roce 1974 byl zédkem tohoto velkého Mistra. Zaroven absolvoval studium
na prazské Akademii muzickych uméni ve t¥idé Prof. Vaclava Snitila.

Od svého londynského debutu vystupoval po celém svété na nejprestiznéjsich podiich (Car-
negie Hall, Royal Festival Hall, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall, Sydney Opera), s nejlepSimi
svétovymi orchestry (Berliner Philharmoniker, Cleveland Symphony Orchestra, NHK Philhar-
monic Orchestra, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Moskevska statni filharmonie a dalsi) jakoZ i na své-
tovych festivalech (Osaka, Salzburg, Istanbul, Perth, Helsinky). K odkazu Davida Oistracha
a dalsich velikanud ruské houslové skoly se stéle hlasi. A tak cilevédomé spolupracuje i dnes
s nositeli tradic Oistracha, Kogana a Sitkovetského, jak dokazuji jejich spole¢né nahravky.
Hudeckovo sympatické vystupovani a zejména styl jeho hry spojujici technickou suverenitu
s vervné tvorenym a emocionalné bohatym ténem a s radosti, kterou dovede nezaménitel-
nym zpUsobem pienaset do publika okouzluje obecenstvo bez rozdilu véku. Jeho nahravka Vi-
valdiho Le Quattro Stagioni s dirigentem Pavlem Koganem je od roku 1992 stale nejluspésné;jsi
produkci v Ceské republice a interpret za ni obdrzel zlatou a v roce 1997 platinovou desku.
Rovnéz za dalsi svoje nahravky obdrzel interpret zlaté desky.

Vaclav Hudecek se nevénuje jen kompozicim starych mistr(, ale rozsituje své repertoarové
spektrum o dila XX. stoleti (Janacek, Prokofjev) a skladby soudobych ¢eskych autord (Kymlicka,
Fiser, Macha).

Systematicky se stard o pomoc nastupujici ¢eské interpretacni generaci a to jak kazdoro¢nim
poradanim letnich houslovych kurzl v Luhacovicich , tak predstavovanim téch nejlepsich jako
hostd na svych koncertech. v rdmci tradi¢nich véanocnich turné, nebo na Hudeckem porada-
nych Svatcich hudby v kostele sv. Simona a Judy Praze.

V roce 2007 u pfilezitosti statniho svatku 28.fijjna udélil prezident republiky Vaclav Klaus
V. Hudeckovi vysoké statni vyznamenani,Za zasluhy o stat v oblasti kultury a uméni*.

V roce 2012 obdrzel pfi pfilezitosti zivotniho jubilea stfibrnou medaili hlavniho mésta Prahy
z rukou primdtora Doc. MUDr. Bohuslava Svobody. O dva roky pozdéji se stal cestnym obca-
nem Prahy 2.

V roce 2015 obdrzel jako zatim jediny Cech v historii od prezidenta Italské republiky prestizni
vyznamenani R4d rytite italské hvézdy ,Cavaliere dell'Ordine della Stella d'ltalia”.

V roce 2022 obdrzel zlatou medaili a ¢estné obcanstvi hlavniho mésta Prahy.

Ve stejném roce mu udélil ministr kultury ocenéni,, Artis Bohemiae Amicis”.
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Vdclav Hudecek began his exemplary and remarkably steep rise to the Czech and international
performing elite in the 1960s. At the age of fifteen, on November 12, 1967, he performed in London
with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra. The very next day he was heard by the legendary David
Oistrakh, who predicted a great future for him and offered him pedagogical guidance. From 1970
until Oistrakh’s death in 1974, he was a pupil of this great Master. At the same time, he completed
his studies at the Akademie muzickych uméniv Praze in the class of Prof. Vdclav Snitil.

Since his London debut, he has performed all over the world on the most prestigious stages
(Carnegie Hall, Royal Festival Hall, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall, Sydney Opera House), with
leading international orchestras (Berliner Philharmoniker, Cleveland Symphony Orchestra, NHK
Philharmonic Orchestra, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Moscow State Philharmonic, and others), as well as
at major international festivals (Osaka, Salzburg, Istanbul, Perth, Helsinki). He continues to proudly
uphold the legacy of David Oistrakh and other great figures of the Russian violin school. To this
day, he purposefully collaborates with bearers of the traditions of Oistrakh, Kogan, and Sitkovetsky,
as evidenced by their joint recordings.

Hudecek’s engaging stage presence and, above all, his style of playing — combining technical
sovereignty with a passionately shaped, emotionally rich tone and a joy that he uniquely conveys to
his audiences - captivate listeners of all generations. His recording of Vivaldi’s Le Quattro Stagioni
with conductor Pavel Kogan has remained the most successful production in the Czech Republic
since 1992, earning him a Gold Record and, in 1997, a Platinum Record. He has also received Gold
Records for his other recordings.

Vdclav Hudecek does not devote himself solely to compositions by the old masters; he also expands
his repertoire to include works of the twentieth century (Jandcek, Prokofiev) as well as compositions
by contemporary Czech authors (Kymlicka, Fiser, Mdcha).

He systematically supports the emerging Czech generation of performers, both by organizing
annual summer violin courses in Luhacovice and by presenting the most talented young artists
as guests at his concerts — during his traditional Christmas tours or at the “Svdtky hudby” (Music
Festival) organized by Hudecek at the Church of St. Simon and Jude in Prague.

In 2007, on the occasion of the national holiday of October 28, the President of the Republic, Vdclav
Klaus, awarded V. Hudecek the high state decoration “For Merit to the State in the Field of Culture
and the Arts.”

In 2012, on the occasion of his life anniversary, he received the Silver Medal of the Capital City of
Prague from the Mayor, Doc. MUDr. Bohuslav Svoboda. Two years later, he became an Honorary
Citizen of Prague 2.

In 2015, as so far the only Czech in history, he received from the President of the Italian Republic the
prestigious decoration of Knight of the Order of the Star of Italy, “Cavaliere dell'Ordine della Stella
d'ltalia”

In 2022, he was awarded the Gold Medal and Honorary Citizenship of the Capital City of Prague.
In the same year, the Minister of Culture conferred upon him the award “Artis Bohemiae Amicis.”
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Per Enoksson studoval hru na housle u Alice Goldschmid a pozdéji u profesora Milana
Vitka. Po ziskani diplomu na Royal Academy of Music v Kodani v roce 1982 pokracoval ve studiu
v New Yorku u profesorky Dorothy Delay na Juilliard School of Music. Per Enoksson se také
zUcastnil mistrovskych kurzd u Henryka Szerynga a Isaaca Sterna. Zvitézil v soutézich Carla
Nielsena a Jeana Sibelia.

Enokssonova kariéra zahrnuje sélova vystoupeni se véemi prednimi skandinavskymi orchest-
ry, véetné Filharmonie Oslo, Bergen Philharmonic, Stavanger Symphony, orchestr Svédského
rozhlasu, Géteborského symfonického orchestru, symfonického orchestru v Malmg, rozhla-
sového orchestru v Helsinkédch a Ddnského rozhlasového orchestru. Nahral fadu nosicd, kte-
ré zahrnuji kompletni Brahmsovy, Busoniho, Sjégrenovy sondty a Messiaentv Kvartet pro ko-
nec ¢asu.

Jako profesor hry na housle ptsobil na College of Music v Oslu a na Akademii hudby v Ko-
dani. V soucasnosti je profesorem na Edsberg, Royal Academy of Music ve Stockholmu. Per
Enoksson byl prvnim koncertnim mistrem Goteborského symfonického orchestru v letech
1987-2022.

Per Enoksson began studying the violin with Alice Goldschmid and later with Professor Milan Vitek.
After gaining a Diploma at the Royal Academy of Music, Copenhagen, in 1982, he then continued
his studies in New York with Professor Dorothy Delay at the Juilliard School of Music. Per Enoksson
also participated in masterclasses with Henryk Szeryng and Isaac Stern. Distinguishing himself as
prizewinner in the Carl Nielsen and the Jean Sibelius competitions.

Per Enoksson’s career includes solo performances with all the leading Scandinavian orchestras,
including the Oslo Philharmonic, Bergen Philharmonic, Stavanger Symphony, Swedish Radio,
Gothenburg Symphony Orchestra, Malmé S.0O., Helsinki and Danish Radio Orchestras.

Per Enoksson has recorded several discs, which include the complete Brahms sonatas, Busoni and
Sjégren sonatas and Messiaens Quartet for the end of time.

Teaching posts have included positions at the College of Music, Oslo and at the Academy of Music,
Copenhagen. Per Enoksson is presently Professor at Edsberg, Royal Academy of Music, Stockholm.

Per Enoksson was 1st concertmaster of Gothenburg Symphony Orchestra 1987-2022.

Jifi FiSer je absolventem Plzeniské konzervatofe ve tfidé M. Machacka a HAMU ve tfidé
prof. A. Moravce. V roce 1977 se aktivné zucastnil mistrovského kurzu u N. Milsteina. V letech
1978-1985 zastaval misto zastupce koncertniho mistra v Sukové komornim orchestru a poté
nastoupil jako primarius Dolezalova kvarteta, kde pUsobil do roku 2004. Od roku 1996 je pe-
dagogicky ¢inny na Gymnaziu a Hudebni $kole hlavniho mésta Prahy a na Prazské konzervato-
fi. Zcela mimoradné umélecké a mezinarodni soutézni Uspéchy jeho zakl a absolvent( - napf.
Jan Mrécek, Petra Vildnkova, Petr Matéjdk - jej fadi mezi pfedni houslové pedagogy soucas-
nosti.

attended a master course given by Nathan Milstein. Between 1978 and 1985 he held the post of
deputy leader of the Suk Chamber Orchestra. He then became first violinist of the DoleZal Quartet.
Since 1996 Jiri Fiser has taught both at the Prague Music School and the Prague Conservatoire.
The outstanding artistic achievements and competition successes of his pupils - Jan Mrdcek, Petra
Vildnkovd, Petr Matéjdk, to name but a few - make him one of the most important violin teachers
of our time.
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Pavel Kudelasek absolvoval Prazskou konzervator v houslové tfidé prof. J. Foltyna a HAMU
v Praze ve tiidé prof. A. Moravce. Studium si doplnil u prof. Kato Havas. Stal u zrodu houslové-
ho oddéleni Konzervatore v Ceskych Budg&jovicich. Od roku 1993 je profesorem houslové hry
na Prazské konzervatofi a od roku 2018 rovnéz na HAMU v Praze.

Je autorem odbornych praci (napt.,Interpretace Bachovych Sonat a partit pro sélové housle”).
Je zvan do porot domécich i mezinarodnich soutézi a k vedeni mistrovskych kurzd.

Vénoval se sélové a komorni hie, byl ¢lenem Fady vyznamnych soubord (Cesky komorni or-
chestr, Dvorakovo kvarteto, Pro Arte Antiqua, Apollon Quartet), spolupracoval s Ceskym no-
netem. Roku 2006 mu byla za propagaci c¢eské hudby udélena Masarykovou akademii umé-
ni cena Rudolfa Il.

Pavel Kudeldsek graduated from the Prague Conservatoire in the class of Jaroslav Foltyn and from
the Prague Academy in the class of Antonin Moravec. He completed his studies with Kato Havas. He
was instrumental in setting up the violin department of the Ceské Budgjovice Conservatoire. Since
1993 he has been professor of violin at the Prague Conservatoire and since 2018 at the Academy of
performing arts in Prague.

He has written a number of musicological works (eg. “On the Performance of Bach’s Sonatas and
Partitas”). He is a frequent member of the jury in both domestic and international competitions
and regularly gives violin masterclasses.

Apart from his solo career, Pavel Kudeldsek was sought-after chamber player, having held posts in
anumber of outstanding ensembles (Czech Chamber Orchestra, Dvordk Quartet, Pro Arte Antiqua,
Apollon Quartet) and having collaborated with the Czech Nonet. In 2006 he was given the Rudolf I
Award by the Masaryk Academy of Arts for promoting Czech music.

Jiti Panocha byl jiz od pocatku své hudebni kariéry vynikajicim houslistou. V roce 1972 vyhral
na Karajanové soutéZi v Berliné konkurs na misto koncertniho mistra Mezinarodniho student-
ského orchestru, ve kterém si zahrdl pod Karajanovou taktovkou.

Pfi studiu na Prazské konzervatofi zalozZil v roce 1968 pod vedenim prof. Josefa Micky Pano-
chovo kvarteto, s kterym pokracoval v ¢innosti i za studii na HAMU v Praze.

Pod vedenim Jifiho Panochy kvarteto procestovalo téméf cely svét a nahralo bezpocet hudeb-
nich nosi¢l u ¢eskych i zahranic¢nich hudebnich vydavatelstvi. Své dlouholeté zkusenosti zuro-
Cuje Jifi Panocha pfi pedagogické ¢innosti na Akademii muzickych uméni, kde vyucuje hie na
housle. Skute¢nost, Ze kvarteto hraje pod jeho vedenim v nezménéné sestavé od roku 1971,
svéddi o jeho dalsim nesporném talentu - pozitivné ovliviiovat a stmelovat kolektiv.

Jifi Panocha'’s violin career began at an early age. In 1972 he was a prize-winner at the Karajan
Competition in Berlin and was appointed leader of the International Student Orchestra under
Karajan’s baton. He has given concerts in most countries of Europe, as well as in the USA, Canada,
Mexico, Japan and elsewhere.

In 1968, as a student at the Prague Conservatoire, he founded the Panocha Quartet under the
guidance of Josef Micka. This young ensemble then moved on to the Prague Academy of Musical
Arts.

Under Panocha’s leadership, the quartet has since travelled the world and made innumerable
recordings for both Czech and international record companies. As professor of violin at the Prague
Academy, Jifi Panocha is committed to bringing up a new generation of young violinists. The
uninterrupted existence of the Panocha Quartet, who have played in an unchanged line-up since
1971, is testament to his skills in bringing together and leading a group of musicians.
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Milan Puklicky se narodil v Praze. Jeho prvnim ucitelem housli byl Ferdinand Gotwald, Sevéi-
kav zak. Absolvoval Prazskou konzervatof a HAMU ve tfidé Josefa Vlacha. Do roku 1985 vystu-
poval jako ¢len komornich soubord a sélista v mnoha statech Evropy a Ameriky. Soukromym
studiem kompozice a dirigovani si rozsifil teoretické i praktické hudebni vzdélani.

Od roku 1985 byl také hudebnim rezisérem v Ceskoslovenském, nyni Ceském rozhlase. Od
roku 1995 se vénuje vyhradné tomuto oboru. Jako hudebni rezisér spolupracuje s domacimi
i zahrani¢nimi gramofonovymi spole¢nostmi, hudebnimi télesy, komornimi soubory a sélisty.
Spolupodilel se na mnoha nahravkach, z nichz nékteré ziskaly vyznamné mezindrodni oce-
néni (z posledni doby napf. souborné orchestralni dilo LeoSe Janacka a 3 fragmenty z opery
Julietta Bohuslava Martin( s dirigentem Sirem Charlesem Mackerrasem, nebo nahravka roku
BBC Smetanova tria, atd.).

Milan Puklicky was born in Prague. His first violin teacher was Ferdinand Gotwald, a pupil of
Otakar Sev¢ik. He studied at the Prague Conservatoire, then graduated from the Academy of Music
in the class of Josef Vlach. Before 1985 he performed as a soloist and member of various chamber
ensembles both in Europe and America. He broadened his musical education through private
studies of composition and conducting.

Since 1985 he has worked as a music director for the then Czechoslovak, now Czech Radio; since
1995 he has followed that career exclusively. In that capacity he has worked for a number of Czech
and foreign record companies as well as many ensembles and soloists.

He has collaborated on many recordings, some of which were awarded important international
prizes — in recent years the complete orchestral works of Leo$ Jandcek and the 3 Fragments from
Martini s opera Julietta, both with Sir Charles Mackerras, and a recording of the Smetana piano
trio, a BBC Recording of the Year.

Pavel Zejfart se vénoval nejprve zpévu, hie na klavir a herectvi. V détstvi se predstavil jako he-
rec a zpévak (opera H. Krasy Brundibar, inscenace Dickensova romanu Oliver Twist a film Vac-
lava Krsky Jarni vody podle Turgenévovy novely).

Na housle se zacal u¢it hrat az v jedenacti letech a po soukromé pfipravé u prof. J. Micky se stal
jeho posluchac¢em 1. ro¢niku Prazské konzervatore. Na podzim roku 1968 se ujal role sekundis-
ty Panochova kvarteta. Pavel Zejfart studoval komorni hru u prof. Raphaela Hillyera ve Vyma-
ru a sva studia ukonc¢il na AMU v Praze u prof. Nory Grumlikové. Jako ¢len dnes svétové uzna-
vaného kvarteta se stal nositelem mnoha ocenéni: titulu lauredta soutéze Prazského jara 1975,
Zlaté medaile v Bordeaux (1976), Stern der Woche in Miinchen (1982), Zlaté desky Suprapho-
nu (1982), Grand Prix Academie Charlese Crose v Pafizi (1983) a prestizni ceny MIDEM Classical
Award v Cannes (1995). Pedagogicky plisobil a pisobi v Lake District Summer School of Music
(Anglie), Yale University in Norfolk (USA) a Kusatsu Academy (Japonsko).

Pavel Zejfart was initially torn between singing, acting and playing the piano. As a child he
appeared as singer and actor in Hans Krdsa’s opera Brundibdr, in a television production of
Dickens’ Oliver Twist and in Vdclav Krska’s film adaptation of Turgenev’s Torrents of Spring.
He began playing the violin only at the age of eleven, and following private tuition with Josef
Micka, later became his pupil at the Prague Conservatoire. In 1968 he joined, as 2nd violinist,
the newly-founded Panocha Quartet. Pavel Zejfart studied chamber music with Raphael Hillyer
in Weimar and concluded his studies at the Prague Academy in the class of Nora Grumlikovd. As
member of the now world-renowned quartet he has won numerous awards — the Prague Spring
Competition (1975), the Medaille d'Or (Bordeaux 1976), the Sterne der Woche (Munich 1982),
a Golden Disc (Supraphon 1982), the Grand Prix d’Academie Charles Cros (Paris 1983) and the
prestigious MIDEM Classical Award (Cannes 1995). At various times he has taught at the Lake
District Summer School of Music in England, at Yale University in Norfolk, Virginia and at the

Kusatsu Academy in Japan.
